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Key findings 

This report presents statistics on the provision and use of Community Aged Care Packages 
(CACPs), Extended Aged Care at Home (EACH) packages and Extended Aged Care at 
Home Dementia (EACH Dementia) packages for the period 1 July 2005 to 30 June 2006. 
These packages are designed to provide a community care equivalent to residential aged 
care, in the care recipient’s home.  

Provision of packages  
The number of operational aged care packages increased from 32,646 at 30 June 2005 to 
38,564 at 30 June 2006. Almost 900 of the additional packages in this year were for frail older 
people with high care needs (EACH packages), and a further 600 were newly-introduced 
(March 2006) EACH Dementia packages for people who experience behaviours of concern 
and psychological symptoms associated with dementia. 
The provision ratio for operational packages per 1,000 persons aged 70 years and over 
increased from 17.2 at 30 June 2005 to 19.9 at 30 June 2006 relative to the planning target of  
20 operational aged care packages. The provision ratio was lowest in Queensland at 18.9 and 
highest in the Northern Territory at 121.7. The higher level of provision in the Northern 
Territory is a consequence of a comparatively young population profile combined with a 
relatively large Indigenous population. 
EACH and EACH Dementia are relatively new programs and there are still only a handful of 
packages for high care clients in remote areas and none in very remote areas.  

Age profile of CACP recipients  
The majority of the 31,803 CACP recipients at 30 June 2006 were aged 80 years and over 
(63%) an increase from 59% at 30 June 2000. However, the strongest growth was in those 
aged 90 years or older who accounted for 15% of package recipients in 2006 compared with 
12% six years earlier.  

Reflecting their poorer health status and consequent need for care services at younger ages, 
the age profile of Indigenous care recipients is considerably younger than that of non-
Indigenous care recipients with 5% aged under 50 years and only 44% aged 70 years and 
over (compared with less than 1% and 90% respectively for other Australian care recipients). 
Six years ago, 7% of Indigenous care recipients were aged under 50 and 49% were aged 
70 years and over. 

Usage of CACPs  
Indigenous Australians have a higher usage rate of CACPs across all age groups compared 
with non-Indigenous Australians. At 30 June 2006, the rate of Indigenous Australians 
receiving packages was 38.4 per 1,000 Indigenous persons aged 65–69 years, 48.3 per 1,000 
aged 70–74 years, and 84.4 per 1,000 persons aged 75 years and over. The comparable figures 
for other Australians were 2.0, 4.1 and 19.1 per 1,000 respectively. 
In the younger age groups, people born overseas have a lower usage rate of CACPs. 
However, for care recipients aged 75 years or older, use of both CACPs and EACH packages 
by people born overseas in countries where English is not the predominant language is 
higher than for those born in Australia or other English-speaking countries.   
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Carer support 
For the first time, information is available about the carer support available to high care 
EACH and EACH Dementia package recipients; 90% of EACH recipients and 97% of EACH 
Dementia care recipients had a carer. Most carers lived with the care recipient.  

Leaving care packages 
Almost half (48%) of CACP recipients continued with their package for less than 12 months. 
The largest proportion of those leaving a CACP (48%) did so in order to enter a residential 
aged care facility. This proportion was much higher for EACH Dementia recipients (69%) 
although the numbers involved to date are still small. A larger proportion of EACH 
recipients no longer received assistance because they died or were admitted to hospital (43%) 
compared to CACP recipients (24%).  
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1 Introduction 

Community care has been a growing element of aged care for two decades, as a response to 
the preference of most people who need support to live at home in the community rather 
than moving to some form of institutional care. Although residential aged care continues to 
play a vital role in meeting the needs of older Australians, community care is becoming 
increasingly central to aged care provision. 

Most home and community-based services for older people are provided under the auspices 
of the Home and Community Care (HACC) program. This program is jointly funded by the 
Australian and state and territory governments. The Australian Government Department of 
Health and Ageing reports annually on the provision of services through HACC, which is 
available on the department’s website at <www.health.gov.au>. 

Three smaller community care programs are funded by the Australian government for older 
people who have been evaluated by an Aged Care Assessment Team (ACAT) and found to 
be eligible for residential aged care or its community care equivalents. These programs are:  
• the Community Aged Care Packages (CACPs) program which provides support services 

for older people with complex needs living at home who would otherwise be eligible for 
admission to low-level residential care  

• the Extended Aged Care at Home (EACH) program which aims to deliver care at home 
that is equivalent to high-level residential care  

• the Extended Aged Care at Home Dementia (EACH Dementia) program which provides 
the equivalent of high-level residential care in the home to frail older people who 
experience behaviours of concern and psychological symptoms associated with 
dementia. EACH Dementia is a new program implemented from March 2006. 

The distinction between low-level and high-level residential aged care is discussed in a 
companion volume released annually, entitled Residential aged care in Australia 2005–06 
(AIHW 2007). 

This report is the eighth annual compilation of national administrative by-product data on 
CACPs prepared by the Australian Institute of Health and Welfare (AIHW).  

It is the second of these reports to include similar reporting for the Australian government-
funded EACH program and the first to include reporting for the EACH Dementia program.  

The change in the title of the series from Community Aged Care Packages in Australia to Aged 
care packages in the community reflects the expansion of this publication to include information 
on EACH and EACH Dementia packages. 

The report contains a set of tables compiled from the Aged and Community Care 
Management Information System (ACCMIS), managed and regularly updated by the 
Australian Government Department of Health and Ageing. The aim of this report is to 
highlight the characteristics of care recipients and patterns of service provision in both 
programs. The data reported provide a summary of: 
• growth trends over time to 30 June 2006 
• provision of packages at 30 June 2006 
• the number of outlets providing these services throughout Australia 
• sociodemographic characteristics of recipients 
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• service provision for ‘special needs’ groups 
• carer support arrangements for EACH and EACH Dementia recipients 
• the number of admissions and separations between 1 July 2005 and 30 June 2006 for each 

program and 
• state and territory variations. 

Restrictions on reporting  
In the past, service-providing outlets have not been required to routinely report information 
such as the type of assistance received by care recipients, their levels of dependency and 
carer support. With the exception of information on carer support for EACH and EACH 
Dementia recipients, which is reported for the first time in this report, this information is still 
not available on a national basis. While the Australian Government has recently commenced 
collecting data on the total hours of service provided to CACP recipients, these data are not 
yet considered sufficiently reliable for publication. 

Other relevant reports 
In late 2002, a national census of CACP providers was conducted. The service outlets were 
given the option of running the census on any 7 consecutive days in a 4-week period during 
September–October 2002. The census collected data about the service outlets and about the 
care recipients, including demographic information, living and care arrangements, care 
needs and service provision. This material was published in the report Community Aged Care 
Packages census 2002 (AIHW 2004a). 

A census of EACH packages and recipients was conducted by the AIHW on behalf of the 
Australian Government Department of Health and Ageing in May 2002. Data were collected 
over a 1-week period and the results were published in the report entitled Extended Aged Care 
at Home census 2002 (AIHW 2004b). 

For further background information on the CACP program as well as earlier data on the use 
and provision of CACPs, readers should refer to the report entitled Community Aged Care 
Packages: how do they compare? (Mathur et al. 1997) or previous editions of this publication (for 
example, AIHW 2006).  

National publications such as the biennial Australia’s welfare 2005 (AIHW 2005) also report on 
selected aspects of the above programs. 

Structure of the report 
Section 2 of the report focuses on provision of packages in all three programs, and describes 
the characteristics of service providers. Section 3 outlines the characteristics of CACP 
recipients, and patterns of use in the CACP program. A profile of EACH recipients is 
provided in Section 4, which also outlines patterns of use in this program. EACH Dementia 
recipients are covered separately in Section 5 of the report. Appendix 1 compares statistics 
for the 3 programs, and includes time series for numbers of CACP recipients and service 
provision ratios of residential and community aged care programs.   
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2 Services and provision 

2.1 Packages 
Community Aged Care Packages (CACPs) were initiated in 1992 as a Commonwealth-
funded program to provide an alternative to low-level residential aged care for older people 
living in the community. From 1 July 2005 to 30 June 2006, the number of operational 
packages increased by 4,410 to reach 35,383. Provision of CACPs per 1,000 persons aged 
70 years and over increased to 18.2 at 30 June 2005 compared with 16.3 the previous year 
(Figure 1, Tables 2.1 and 2.2). 

The Extended Aged Care at Home (EACH) program began as a pilot in 2000 with 300 clients 
in 10 areas. In 2002, EACH was established as an ongoing program, complementing CACPs 
and designed to provide an alternative to high-level residential aged care. At 30 June 2006, 
there were 2,580 operational EACH packages, an increase of 907 EACH packages over the 
previous year (Table 2.1). 

In 2005, the Australian Government made a commitment to provide 2,000 EACH Dementia 
packages over 4 years. The first of these EACH Dementia packages was introduced in 2006 
with 601 operational EACH Dementia packages available by 30 June 2006 (Table 2.1). The 
combined provision of EACH and EACH Dementia packages per 1,000 persons aged 
70 years and over was 1.6 (Figure 1 and Table 2.2). 

In 2005–06, the Australian Government target for aged care provision was 108 operational 
places and packages per 1,000 persons aged 70 and over. Twenty of these places and 
packages were targeted to care provided in the community through CACPs and EACH 
packages. The combined operational provision ratio for CACPs, EACH and EACH Dementia 
packages at 30 June 2006 was 19.9 per 1,000 persons aged 70 years and over (Table 2.2).

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These targets will increase to 25 operational community care packages for every 1,000 
persons aged 70 years or over by 2010–11, following the February 2007 announcement by the 
Australian Government in Securing the future of aged care for Australians. Four in every 25 
community care packages will be high care packages. 

Of the 35,383 CACPs offered at 30 June 2006, 34,827 CACPs were offered by 1,011 
mainstream services throughout Australia. While not all of the 94 Multi-purpose Services 
and 22 services receiving flexible funding under the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 
Aged Care Strategy provide CACPs, 308 packages were provided by Multi-purpose Services 
and 248 by services receiving flexible funding. Tables 2.1 to 2.3 in this section pertaining to 
provision numbers and provision ratios include CACPs provided by Multi-purpose Services 
and services receiving flexible funding under the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Aged 
Care Strategy. All other CACP statistics in this report include data on packages provided by 
mainstream services only. 

The distribution of CACPs among states and territories generally reflects the distribution of 
the Australian population. The majority of these packages were in New South Wales and 
Victoria (34% and 26%, respectively). Queensland had 17% of the packages, followed by 
South Australia and Western Australia (9%). The remaining packages were distributed 
across Tasmania (3%), the Northern Territory (2%) and the Australian Capital Territory (1%) 
(Table 2.3).  

The pattern for the distribution of the 3,181 EACH and EACH Dementia packages offered by 
157 services at 30 June 2006 was similar—New South Wales (31%), Victoria (28%), 
Queensland (17%), South Australia (9%), Western Australia (8%), the Australian Capital 
Territory (3%) and Tasmania and the Northern Territory (2%) (Table 2.3). 

Major cities accounted for 64% of CACPs and 23% were in inner regional areas. The 
distribution of CACPs among outer regional areas, remote and very remote areas was 9%, 
2% and 2%, respectively (Table 2.3). EACH and EACH Dementia packages were 
concentrated mainly in major cities (66%), inner regional (23%) and outer regional areas 
(10%). There were four EACH packages in remote Queensland at 30 June 2006, but no EACH 
packages in very remote areas in Australia, and no EACH Dementia packages in either 
remote or very remote areas (Table 2.3). 

The combined provision ratio per 1,000 persons aged 70 years and over was lowest in 
Queensland at 18.9 and highest in the Northern Territory at 121.7. The higher level of 
provision in the Northern Territory is a consequence of a comparatively young population 
profile combined with a relatively large Indigenous population. As a result of their poorer 
health status, Indigenous people require access to community care at younger ages, on 
average, than do other Australians. If the population figures include Indigenous people aged 
between 50 and 69 years as well as the general population aged 70 years and over, a different 
picture emerges. For the Northern Territory, the ratio reduces from 121.7 to 61.9, whereas the 
aggregate Australian ratio only reduces from 19.9 to 19.4 (Table 2.2). 

The provision ratio per 1,000 persons aged 70 years and over was highest in very remote 
regions (82.9) and remote regions (30.9). The provision ratio was lowest in outer regional 
areas (17.5), and in inner regional areas and major cities it was 19.5 and 19.8, respectively. 
(Table 2.2).  
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2.2 Service outlets 
There were 1,011 CACP mainstream service outlets providing 34,827 packages throughout 
Australia at 30 June 2006. The majority of outlets (83%) were located in the four largest 
Australian states, namely New South Wales, Victoria, Queensland and Western Australia. 
The Australian Capital Territory had the smallest share of outlets providing packages (less 
than 1%) (Table 2.4).  

On average, there were 34 CACPs per outlet. However, the outlet size varied greatly across 
Australia, with 45% of outlets having between 1 and 20 packages, and 27% having between 
21 and 40 packages. Of the 21 largest outlets, each responsible for more than 120 care 
packages, 6 were located in New South Wales, 9 were located in Victoria, 2 in each of 
Western Australia and South Australia, and 1 outlet was located in each of Queensland and 
the Australian Capital Territory (Table 2.5).  

As expected, CACP outlets operating in remote and very remote areas were small in size, 
with 75% in remote areas and 100% of outlets in very remote areas having 20 packages or 
less. Significant numbers of larger outlets of more than 60 packages each were operating 
mainly in areas of high population density, such as major cities and inner regional areas of 
Australia. With the expansion of the CACP program, the proportion of outlets with 20 or less 
packages has decreased from 61% in 1999 to 45% in 2006 while the proportion of larger 
outlets (more than 100 packages) has increased to from less than 1% in 1999 to 5% in 2006.  
Of the 20 outlets with more than 120 packages, all but one were located in major cities (Table 
2.6). 

The majority of CACP service outlets were operated either by the religious or charitable 
sector (56%) or were community-based outlets (22%). Of the remainder, 18% were run by 
state and local governments and 5% by the private (commercial) sector. The charitable and 
religious sectors operated the majority of outlets in most states (55–68%), with the exception 
of the Northern Territory (15%) and Tasmania (43%). In the Northern Territory, local 
government operated 44% of outlets, while in Tasmania, community-based organisations 
operated 36% (Table 2.7). 

In contrast, the EACH program is in a relatively early phase of its growth and the EACH 
Dementia program is in its first year of operation. The total number of operational places for 
both is still small. There were 157 EACH service outlets providing 2,580 EACH packages, 
and 49 EACH Dementia service outlets providing 601 EACH Dementia packages. The 
state/territory distribution for these programs is similar to that for CACP service outlets. On 
average, there were 16 EACH packages per outlet. The majority of outlets offered between 1 
and 20 packages. There were 23 services providing between 21 and 40 packages, and 10 
services providing between 41 and 60 EACH packages (Table 2.5). Just over 55% of services 
were located in major cities and only 1 of the 105 services was in a remote area (Table 2.6). 
For EACH Dementia, there was an average of 12 packages per outlet. The majority of outlets 
(93%) were providing 10 or fewer packages, with only 3 outlets providing between 11 and 20 
packages (Table 2.5). 

Over three-quarters of EACH and EACH Dementia service outlets were operated by the 
religious or charitable sector (78%). Eleven per cent were community-based outlets, only 5% 
were run by state and local governments and the remaining 6% by the private (commercial) 
sector. Private sector organisations operated outlets in New South Wales (9%), South 
Australia (10%) and the Northern Territory (60%; or 3 of the 5 outlets in the Territory) (Table 
2.7).

2.3 Occupancy 
The overall occupancy rate for CACPs ranged from 86% in Queensland to 97% in the 
Australian Capital Territory and Tasmania. Australia-wide, the occupancy rate was 94%. The 
occupancy rate was highest in major cities, inner regional and outer regional areas (94%). It 
was 90% in remote areas and 88% in very remote areas (Table 2.8). Calculation of average 
annual occupancy rates is not appropriate for EACH and EACH Dementia because of the 
size of the programs and because the EACH Dementia program is still in the early stages of 
being established.

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3  CACP recipients 

3.1 Age and sex distribution 
The majority of the 31,803 CACP recipients at 30 June 2006 were aged 80 years and over 
(63%) compared with 59% at 30 June 2000. Those aged 90 years and over accounted for  
15% of package recipients (Table 3.1). Female recipients predominated in absolute numbers, 
with 22,662 female recipients and 9,141 male recipients (Table 3.1). Female recipients at 
30 June 2006 accounted for 59% of recipients aged under 50 years and 74% of recipients 
aged 85 years and over. Female recipients tended to be older than their male counterparts 
(Figure 2). Of total clients, 59% were women aged 75 years or over.

When compared with care recipients in the other states and the Australian Capital Territory, 
recipients in the Northern Territory had the youngest age profile, with only 60% over the age 
of 70 years (Table 3.1). The ‘oldest’ profile was found in Tasmania where care recipients aged 
70 years and over made up 93% compared with the national average of 89%.  

Over the last 6 years, the proportion of care recipients aged 70 to 79 has decreased from 29% 
to 25% while the proportion 80 years or older has increased from 59% to 63% of care 
recipients. However, in the individual age groups, the strongest growth was in those aged 
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90 years or older from 12% to 15%, and the largest decrease in the 70 to 74 year age group 
(from 11% to 9%). The 80 to 84 year age group was the largest 5 year age group in each year 
of this period with nearly 8,000 care recipients (25% in 2006) (Appendix Table A1).  

3.2 Younger care recipients (aged under 65 years) 
The CACP program targets older people in the community who have complex care needs. 
Younger people with disabilities can receive packages only if their care needs fit the criteria 
of the program and if there are no other appropriate services operating in their area (DoHA 
2004). Consequently, it is not common for younger people with disabilities to access the 
program—just under 6% of care recipients were aged under 65 years, and under 1% of care 
recipients were under the age of 50 years (Table 3.1). A higher proportion of male recipients 
were under the age of 65 years (8%) compared with females (5%), although in absolute 
numbers, females outnumbered male clients among younger clients (1,087 females compared 
with 744 males) (Figure 2 and Table 3.1). Of younger care recipients, 24%1 identified as 
Indigenous Australians, a group who often need to access aged care services at younger ages 
than the rest of the population (see Table 3.10).  

3.3 Birthplace and preferred language 
Birthplace and preferred language were recorded for almost all CACP recipients. Of those 
recipients who reported their birthplace, about 3 in 10 were born overseas (31%). Clients 
born in the United Kingdom and Ireland accounted for 9% of care recipients. Approximately 
3% were born in North/West Europe, while 11% were born in South/East Europe. People 
born in Asia accounted for 4% of care recipients (Table 3.4).  

The composition of care recipients by country of birth also varied among states and 
territories (Table 3.4). Excluding recipients who did not respond to this item, in Western 
Australia, people born overseas made up 41% of care recipients and in the Australian Capital 
Territory this proportion was 39%, whereas only 13% and 26% of recipients from the 
Northern Territory and Tasmania, respectively, were overseas-born. In most states and 
territories, the majority of overseas-born care recipients were from either South/East 
European countries or the United Kingdom and Ireland. In Tasmania, most overseas-born 
care recipients were from North/West Europe and the United Kingdom. The proportion of 
care recipients from North/West Europe has increased from 4.7% at 30 June 2004 to 6.0% at 
30 June 2006, while the proportion of care recipients from South/East Europe has decreased 
from 6.7% to 5.5% over the same period.  

Nationally, 84% of all responding care recipients indicated that English was their preferred 
language, and 12% preferred another European language. Australian Indigenous languages 
accounted for just over 1% of preferred languages of all respondents (Table 3.5).

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3.4 Usual residence status 
Of the 30,591 care recipients who reported their usual residence status at the time of 
application for a CACP, the majority were home owners or purchasers (64%). Care recipients 
who lived in public rental housing made up 13% and those who lived in a private rental 
property or were boarding or lodging accounted for 7% (Table 3.6).  

The Northern Territory stood out from the other states and territories, with 43% of all 
responding care recipients indicating public rental housing as their usual residence 
compared with the next highest which was the Australian Capital Territory at 19%. Care 
should be taken when interpreting these figures, however, given the small number of care 
recipients in both territories.  

3.5 Living arrangements 
The question that care recipients were asked in relation to their living arrangements at the 
time of application for a package was: ‘With whom do you normally live?’ Of those for 
whom a response was recorded, a large proportion of care recipients reported normally 
living alone (54%) or with family 41% (Table 3.7).  

3.6 ‘Special needs’ groups 
There are particular groups of older Australians who are more likely to be disadvantaged in 
accessing aged care services compared with older Australians in general. These groups are 
defined by the Aged Care Act 1997 as ‘special needs’ groups, which include those who live in 
rural or remote areas, Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples, people from culturally 
and linguistically diverse backgrounds, people with personal financial hardship, and 
veterans. One of the government’s objectives is for aged care services to specifically target 
the needs of these groups of people in order for them to have equitable access to the 
program.  

Indigenous care recipients 
In total, there were 1,204 care recipients who were identified as Indigenous Australians at   
30 June 2006, making up 3.8% of identified recipients. There were 134 (0.4%) care recipients 
whose Indigenous status was unknown or not stated.  

In the Northern Territory, 65% of care recipients recorded that they were Indigenous. 
Western Australia had the next highest proportion at 6%. The proportions reported in  
other jurisdictions ranged from 1.2% in Victoria to 4.1% in the Australian Capital Territory 
(Table 3.8).  

As shown in Table 3.9, remote and very remote areas of Australia were home to a high 
proportion (42%) of the Indigenous care recipients at 30 June 2006. A further 22% lived in 
outer regional areas. The remaining Indigenous care recipients lived in major cities (15%) 
and inner regional areas (22%).  

There were 248 packages provided to Indigenous care recipients by services receiving 
flexible funding under the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Aged Care Strategy. No 
further data are available on the characteristics of care recipients receiving packages under 
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the strategy. It is probable that a significant proportion of the 308 packages available from 
Multi-purpose Services were also used by Indigenous clients. However, further detail is not 
available for this report.  

The age profile of this subgroup of care recipients is considerably younger than that of the 
general population of care recipients (Figure 3), with 5% aged under 50 years, 51% aged 
between 50 and 69 years, and 44% aged 70 years and over (compared with less than 1%, 9% 
and 90%, respectively, for other Australian care recipients) (Table 3.10).  

Using the ABS Indigenous population projections (ABS 2004), the ratio of Indigenous people 
receiving CACPs, including those receiving packages under the Aboriginal and Torres Strait 
Islander Aged Care Strategy, was 25.1 per 1,000 Indigenous persons aged 50 years and over 
at 30 June 2006.  

Age-specific usage rates are an important element in understanding service use by 
Indigenous recipients. Table 3.11 shows usage rates for Indigenous care recipients by age 
and sex. At 30 June 2006, the rate of Indigenous Australians receiving packages was 38.4 per 
1,000 Indigenous persons aged 65–69 years, 48.3 per 1,000 aged 70–74 years, and 84.4 per 
1,000 persons aged 75 years and over. The comparable figures for other Australians were 2.0, 
4.1 and 19.1 per 1,000, respectively.

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Care recipients from culturally and linguistically diverse 
backgrounds  
For the purposes of this report, people from culturally and linguistically diverse 
backgrounds are defined as those who were born in countries other than Australia, Ireland, 
the United Kingdom, New Zealand, the United States of America, Canada and South Africa. 
Overall, there were 6,993 care recipients from culturally and linguistically diverse 
backgrounds receiving packages at 30 June 2006, accounting for 22% of care recipients  
(Table 3.12).  

Based on AIHW projections of ABS estimated resident population by country of birth, the 
number of Australian-born people receiving permanent care at 30 June 2006 was estimated to 
be 12.6 per 1,000 persons aged 75–84 years and 33.8 per 1,000 aged 85 years and over. The 
corresponding rates for English-speaking people who were born overseas were 11.7 and 35.8, 
respectively, whereas the corresponding rates for overseas-born people from culturally and 
linguistically diverse backgrounds were 18.8 and 45.8 per 1,000 persons (Table 3.13).  

Care recipients in financial hardship 
For the purposes of the CACP program, a person with financial hardship is defined as 
someone ‘who did not own a home in the 2 years before the reference time; and at the 
reference time was in receipt of the maximum basic rate of pension or benefit’ (DoHA 2004). 
The program requires service providers to allocate a proportion of packages to people in 
financial hardship. The specified proportion of allocations varies from region to region 
depending mainly on the existing service provision levels in the region where the outlet is 
located. Outlets providing housing-linked packages are specifically obliged to reserve all 
their packages for care recipients in financial hardship. Housing-linked packages have the 
same eligibility criteria as general care packages. They are aimed at people with financial 
hardship living in designated rental housing developments. These could range from 
congregate settings with high concentrations of aged people (such as boarding houses) to 
detached public housing spread across a particular suburb. 

At 30 June 2006, 1,011 outlets were providing CACPs throughout Australia. Almost all (98%) 
were required to allocate at least 10% of their total packages to care recipients in financial 
hardship, with the majority (79%) having a target set between 11% and 30% (Table 3.14). 
There were 78 outlets with a requirement to provide more than 90% of their care packages to 
care recipients in financial hardship. The Northern Territory was the most exceptional case 
with 15% of the outlets having a target of more than 90% and 31% with a target of more than 
80%. This reflects the higher proportion of people identified as being in financial hardship in 
the Northern Territory. Victoria had a high proportion of outlets with a target in excess of 
90% (14%), but had no outlets with a target between 81% and 90%. Of outlets in New South 
Wales, 9% had a target of more than 80%. In addition, outlets in remote and very remote 
regions were more likely than others to have targets of 80% or more for recipients in financial 
hardship (Table 3.15). 

Overall, 9,161 (26%) packages were allocated for financial hardship (Table 3.17), with the 
Northern Territory also having the highest proportion of such packages (68%) which was at 
least twice the proportion for any other state or territory.  

The proportion of care recipients identified as being in financial hardship for each state and 
territory is presented in Table 3.16, and for each remoteness category in Table 3.18. These 
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figures should be treated with great caution as financial hardship status was not reported for 
28% of mainstream care recipients, with non-response rates varying considerably across 
jurisdictions. Of those for whom financial hardship status was reported, 35% were in 
financial hardship and 65% were not. The high levels of missing data for this characteristic 
preclude further analysis of access by people in financial hardship. 

The Community Aged Care Packages Census 2002 (AIHW 2004a) provides analysis of such 
access in this area where the level of missing data is much lower. 

Care recipients in outer regional and remote areas 
As shown in Table 3.2, there were 3,733 CACP recipients who lived in outer regional, remote 
and very remote areas of Australia. This number accounted for 12% of all care recipients at 
30 June 2006 (9% in outer regional areas and 3% in remote and very remote areas) (Table 3.3). 
The age profile for care recipients in these regions is younger than for care recipients in 
major cities and inner regional areas, with 22% of care recipients in outer regional, remote 
and very remote areas under the age of 70 years (compared with 9% and 13% of care 
recipients aged less than 70 years in major cities and inner regional areas, respectively). This 
difference in the age profile is more marked when care recipients in very remote areas are 
viewed separately, among whom care recipients under the age of 70 years accounted for 
approximately 44% of recipients. This age profile of care recipients in remote and very 
remote areas is likely to be influenced by the younger age profile of Indigenous care 
recipients, who made up 35% of care recipients in remote areas and 72% of recipients in very 
remote areas (Table 3.9). 

3.7 Admissions and separations 
There were 16,861 admissions to a CACP between 1 July 2005 and 30 June 2006. During the 
same period there were 13,957 separations from packages (Tables 3.19 and 3.20).  

The majority of admissions (82%) were for people aged 75 years or over, and more than two- 
thirds of admissions were for females, with 31% of admissions being for males. 

Among those who stopped receiving assistance from a CACP provider between 1 July 2005 
and 30 June 2006, the main reasons reported were that care recipients either left to go to a 
residential aged care service (48%) or died (18%). A small proportion of care recipients left  
to be admitted to a hospital (5%) or to move to another CACP service provider (6%)  
(Table 3.20).  

This pattern of completed care episodes is consistent across most states and territories. 
However, the Northern Territory is an exception, with a lower proportion moving to a 
residential aged care service (27% of separations compared with 48% nationally) and a 
higher proportion of deaths (34% compared with 18% nationally). The Northern Territory 
also had a higher percentage moving to another CACP provider. Care must be taken in 
interpreting results for the Northern Territory, however, given the small number of 
separations involved (149).  

The proportion of men who left to go to a residential aged care service was somewhat lower 
(44% of separations involving men) than that for women (51%). Conversely, there were a 
higher proportion of deaths among men (24%) than among women (16%).  
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For separations from 1 July 2005 to 30 June 2006, 17% received care for less than 3 months 
from a service provider before leaving, 32% for 3 months to a year, 21% between 1 and 2 
years, and 20% between 2 and 4 years (Table 3.21). The number of care recipients who 
received care for more than 4 years from the same service outlet accounted for 11%, 
compared with 9% in the previous year, and 7% in 2003–04. In 2005–06, the maximum length 
of care from a service provider before leaving was just over 11 years (ranging from 8.5 years 
in the Australian Capital Territory to 11.4 years in Queensland (AIHW, unpublished data).  

The relationship between length of stay and reasons for separations was also examined 
(Table 3.22). There does not seem to be a strong correlation between length of stay and 
reason for separation; however, very short stay (less than 4 weeks) care recipients were less 
likely to leave a package and enter residential care than longer stay care recipients, and care 
recipients with a longer length of stay were more likely to have died. Care recipients whose 
reason for leaving was recorded as ‘Other’ were more likely to have stayed for less than 
3 months (28%) than other care recipients (15%).

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4 EACH recipients 

The EACH program is now an established and growing program of community aged care 
designed to provide the equivalent of high-level residential care to people living in their 
homes in the community. The EACH program provides a similar range of services to care 
recipients as CACPs, with the addition of nursing and allied health services. Recipients 
require approval from an Aged Care Assessment Team to access an EACH package. The 
EACH program is currently being complemented with the allocation of 2,000 EACH 
Dementia packages over the 4 years from 2006 to 2009. The first EACH Dementia packages 
commenced in March 2006. 

While the number of people receiving EACH packages has increased by 928 (77%) in the last 
financial year, the size of the program is still small. This limits the level of analysis which it is 
sensible to attempt at this point. It is important to note that the care recipient profile may be 
relatively unstable over the next few years as the program grows and matures. The 
characteristics of EACH recipients in 5 years time may be quite different in some respects 
from those of the current service population.  

The following sections describe the characteristics of EACH package recipients at 30 June 
2006 and admissions and separations from 1 July 2005 to 30 June 2006, the details of which 
are provided in Tables 4.1 to 4.18. The characteristics of EACH Dementia package recipients 
are covered in Chapter 5 of this report. 

4.1 Location 
There were 2,131 EACH package recipients at 30 June 2006. The recipient distributions at 
30 June 2006 across states and territories were Victoria (31%), New South Wales (29%), 
Queensland (17%), South Australia (9%) and Western Australia (7%) (see Table 4.1). The 
Australian Capital Territory, Tasmania and the Northern Territory all had small numbers of 
recipients; 60 (2%), 49 (3%), and 43 (2%), respectively. The majority of EACH package 
recipients (65%) were located in major cities, with 25% in inner regional areas and 10% in 
outer regional areas (Table 4.3).  

4.2 Age and sex distribution 
At 30 June 2006, 1,289 (60%) EACH package recipients were women and 842 (40%) were 
men. This sex profile was similar across states and territories with the exception of the 
Northern Territory, where there were 25 male and 18 female EACH recipients.  

Forty-nine per cent of EACH package recipients were less than 80 years of age. Male care 
recipients were younger than females, with 60% of males less than 80 years compared to 41% 
of female recipients. EACH package recipients had a younger age profile than CACP 
recipients, with only 37% of CACP care recipients who were younger than 80 years of age. 
About 7% of EACH package recipients were aged under 65 years and less than 1% were 
under the age of 50 years (Table 4.1, Figure 4).

4.3 Birthplace and preferred language 
Birthplace and preferred language were recorded for almost all care recipients—90% of 
recipients at 30 June 2006 were born either in Australia (64%), the United Kingdom and 
Ireland (10%) or European countries (17%). Although 80% of recipients preferred to speak 
English, 15% preferred to speak a European language (Tables 4.4 and 4.5).  

People from culturally and linguistically diverse backgrounds are defined as those born in 
countries other than Australia, New Zealand, the United Kingdom and Ireland, Canada, 
South Africa and the United States of America. Age-specific usage rates of EACH were 
nearly twice as high for recipients aged 75–84 and 85 years and over from a non-English- 
speaking background compared with Australian-born and English-speaking overseas-born 
recipients (Table 4.11). The small numbers need to be taken into account for this measure. 

4.4 Living arrangements 
The question that care recipients were asked in relation to their living arrangements at the 
time of their application for a package was: ‘With whom do you normally live?’ For those 
who were EACH package recipients at 30 June 2006, 57% lived with family, 2% lived with 
others. For an additional 16% of care recipients no answer was recorded for this question but 
they were reported to have a co-resident carer. This high percentage of care recipients who 
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did not live alone (76%) reflects the importance of informal care arrangements in supporting 
a high-care recipient in their home. This care is more commonly provided by family. 
However, there was still a significant proportion of these high-care recipients (17%) who 
lived alone (Table 4.6). Victoria had the highest percentage of recipients who did not live 
alone (82%) and Tasmania and South Australia had the lowest at (59%). 

4.5 Indigenous care recipients 
Twenty-four out of the 2,131 recipients identified as being Indigenous and 12 recipients were 
of unknown status (Tables 4.7 and 4.8). The low representation of Indigenous care recipients 
is likely to be influenced by the very small number of packages available in remote areas (4) 
and the absence of packages in very remote areas (see Table 2.3). 

4.6 Carer status 
Most EACH package recipients (90%) received assistance from a carer; 74% had a co-resident 
carer, 16% had a carer who did not live with the care recipient, and 10% of care recipients did 
not have a carer. A higher percentage of male care recipients had a carer (92%) than females 
(88%), but the main difference was the proportion of carers who lived with the care recipient; 
87% of carers of male EACH package recipients lived with the care recipient compared to 
79% of carers of female care recipients (Tables 4.12 and 4.13). 

The proportion of care recipients with a carer ranged from 92% in Victoria and Tasmania to 
78% in the Australian Capital Territory. Victoria also had the highest percentage of care 
recipients with a co-resident carer (79%), while South Australia and Tasmania had the lowest 
percentage of care recipients with a co-resident carer (55%) (Table 4.12). 

4.7 Admissions and separations 
The were 1,947 admissions to EACH packages in the period from 1 July 2005 to 30 June 2006 
of which 58% were women and 42% were men. For women recipients admitted in the time 
period, 59% were aged 80 years or more and the corresponding proportion for men was 44% 
(Table 4.15).  

There were 1,043 separations from EACH packages between 1 July 2005 and 30 June 2006. 
The main reasons for separation were admission to residential aged care (44%), death (35%), 
admission to hospital (9%) and the recipient withdrawing from the service (5%). A small 
number of care recipients changed to other forms of community care (3%), most of whom 
moved onto EACH Dementia packages (Table 4.16). Other reasons for stopping receipt of an 
EACH package included the care recipient moving out of the area and the provider no 
longer providing service to the care recipient. These figures should be interpreted cautiously 
as the program has been running for a relatively short period of time.  

For separations between 1 July 2005 and 30 June 2006, 30% of separations had a length of 
stay of less than 3 months, 50% had a length of stay or at least 6 months and 25% of 
separations had length of stay at least 1 year (Table 4.17).

In 2005, the Australian government made a commitment to allocate 2,000 EACH Dementia 
packages over the 4-year period from 2006 to 2009. The first of the EACH Dementia packages 
became available in March 2006, with 601 packages available by 30 June 2006. At that time, 
there were 297 care recipients receiving assistance provided from the EACH Dementia 
program.  

The EACH Dementia program differs from the EACH and CACP programs in that it  
‘is specifically targeted at frail older people with dementia, who experience behaviours of 
concern and psychological symptoms associated with dementia, which impact on the ability of 
the care recipient to live independently in the community’.  

A care recipient on an EACH Dementia package can access the same types of assistance that 
are available to an EACH package recipient. However, delivery of that assistance may be 
provided using a more flexible approach and strategies which are more appropriate for 
people with dementia. In addition, EACH Dementia packages also provide access to 
dementia-specific specialist services and support (DoHA 2005). Recipients require approval 
from an Aged Care Assessment Team to access an EACH Dementia package. 

In view of the small number of packages, only limited analysis is sensible at this point. 
Tables provided in this chapter have wider age ranges, and most care recipient 
characteristics are not broken down by sex. It is important to note that the characteristics of 
EACH Dementia recipients in the future may be quite different in some respects from those 
of the current service population.  

The following sections describe the characteristics of EACH Dementia package recipients at 
30 June 2006 and admissions and separations in the 2005-06 financial year, with details 
provided in Tables 5.1 to 5.10. In reality, these admissions and separations cover only a 
4-month period from March to June 2006. 

5.1 Location 
There were 297 EACH Dementia package recipients at 30 June 2006. The care recipient 
distributions at 30 June 2006 across states and territories were Victoria (41%), New South 
Wales (26%), Queensland (16%), South Australia (6%), the Australian Capital Territory (4%), 
the Northern Territory (3%), Tasmania (2%) and Western Australia (1%) (Table 5.2).  

The majority (78%) of EACH Dementia recipients were located in major cities, and just over 
10% in both inner and outer regional areas. There are no EACH Dementia packages available 
in remote or very remote areas. It is interesting to note that, at present, all Victorian EACH 
Dementia recipients (and approved packages) are located in major city areas (Table 5.2). 

5.2 Age and sex distribution 
At 30 June 2006, 163 (58%) of EACH Dementia package recipients were women and 116 
(42%) were men, and 44% were younger than 80 years. This is higher than for CACP 
recipients (37%) and lower than for EACH recipients (49%). As with the other types of 
community care packages, male care recipients were younger than females (53% of males 
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less than 80 years compared to 37% of female recipients) (Table 5.1). Nearly 7% of EACH 
Dementia package recipients were aged under, 65 years although none were under the age of 
50 years. 

5.3 Birthplace and preferred language 
Nearly 50% of EACH Dementia recipients were born in Australia, a further 24% were born in 
Southeast European countries, and 8% in the United Kingdom or Ireland (Table 5.3). Forty-
two per cent of EACH Dementia recipients were born in countries where English was not the 
main language spoken (Table 5.4).  

English was the preferred language for 66% of care recipients and European languages were 
preferred by 26% (Table 5.5).  

5.4 Living arrangements 
The question about normal living arrangements is asked at the time care recipients apply for 
a package. For those who were EACH Dementia package recipients at 30 June 2006, 83% 
lived with family and 4% lived with others—a total of 88% who did not live alone (Table 5.6). 
While 12% (32 people) reported living alone at the time of applying for a package, only 6 of 
these did not have a carer.  

5.5 Indigenous care recipients 
Only 2 EACH Dementia recipients identified as being Indigenous. One care recipient lived in 
Queensland in a major city, while the other lived in the Northern Territory in an outer 
regional area (the least remote category for this territory). 

5.6 Carer status 
Almost all EACH Dementia package recipients (97%) received assistance from a carer, 
reflecting the critical need for assistance from both formal service providers and from family 
and/or friends. Most care recipients (85%) had a co-resident carer, 12% had a carer who did 
not live with the care recipient. Only 3% (8 people) did not report having a carer, and two of 
these did not live alone. While there was no difference in the proportion of men and women 
who had a carer, the proportion of co-resident carers was slightly higher for men (87%) than 
for women (84%) (Table 5.7). Carer status was not related to the age of the care recipient 
(Table 5.8). 

5.7 Admissions and separations 
There were 305 admissions to and 26 separations from EACH Dementia packages in the 
2005-06 financial year (Table 5.9). These are the first admissions and discharges for this 
program and have occurred in the 4–month period from March to June 2006.

The main reason for leaving an EACH Dementia package was to move into residential aged 
care (69%). An additional 23% of care recipients died. A third of people leaving the program 
did so within the first 4 weeks, with another 30% in each of the second and third months of 
receiving assistance. These figures should be interpreted cautiously, as the program has been 
running for a very short period of time and the numbers of people leaving the program are 
very small (Table 5.10).

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Appendix 2: Data sources and limitations 

The data presented in this report are drawn from the Aged and Community Care 
Management Information System (ACCMIS). This data repository contains information 
gathered through a number of instruments. Of those instruments, the following two are 
directly relevant to this report. 
• The Aged Care Client Record (Form 3020). This is a form used for the assessment and 

approval of a care recipient for either residential aged care, a CACP, or flexible care (for 
example, an EACH or EACH Dementia package). This form is completed by a delegate 
of an Aged Care Assessment Team (ACAT) in consultation with the applicant and 
signed either by the applicant or by someone on behalf of the applicant. 

• The Provider Claim Form. This form is completed by the service provider for claiming 
the Community Care Subsidy that is payable for the service for a payment period; 
normally a calendar month.  

Other instruments through which information on the service providers is gathered include 
the Approved Provider Status Application and the Community Care Service Agreement 
between the Australian Government and the service provider.  

General population data are taken from the latest AIHW population databases supplied by 
the ABS.  

Care recipients’ personal details  
All care recipients receiving a CACP, an EACH package or an EACH Dementia package 
must have a valid Aged Care Client record (that is, the recipient must have an ‘approved’ 
status). This record is normally valid for a period of 12 months from the date of approval. 
Approval of applications is a responsibility of Aged Care Assessment Teams and their 
delegates. 

The information entered into ACCMIS from the Aged Care Client Record is the major source 
of the following data items: 
• sex 
• date of birth 
• Indigenous status 
• birthplace 
• preferred language 
• usual residence status (before admission) OR usual accommodation (before admission) 
• living arrangements (before admission). 

Some recipient details, such as financial hardship status and carer support status, are 
obtained from the Provider Claim Form. 

The response categories for the characteristic ‘usual living arrangements before becoming a 
recipient of a package’ have changed with the introduction of the new ACAT form on 
1 January 2003 and the Aged Care Assessment Program data dictionary. At the same time, 
some response categories for information about the care recipients’ type of residence 
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changed with the discontinuation of the ‘usual residence status’ data item and the 
introduction of the ‘usual accommodation’ data item.  

Care recipients’ admission and separation details 
The Provider Claim Form is sent to approved service providers at the beginning of a 
payment period. This form has the details of existing recipients under the care of service 
providers (the form would be blank for a new service provider). It is the responsibility of 
service providers to check this form for accuracy and record new data and changes relating 
to new admissions, separations and leave for their care recipients.  

The Provider Claim Form is the original source for the following data items: 
• date of admission 
• date of separation 
• separation mode 
• length of stay (derived from date of admission and date of separation). 

Service providers’ details 
Details about community aged care service providers are collected through the Approved 
Provider Status Application and the Community Care Service Agreement between the 
Australian Government and the service provider. These documents are the main source for 
the following data items: 
• location of outlets (by both state/territory and geographical area) 
• size of outlets 
• financial hardship target percentage for CACP providers. 

Limitations of the data 
The following points should be noted when interpreting the data presented in this report. 

The data used for this report were those available in ACCMIS in November 2006. However, 
as ACCMIS is ‘refreshed’ periodically, minor differences in some data will occur depending 
on the version used for reporting. 
• The basis for the general population figure used in the calculation of the service 

provision ratio was the ABS estimated resident population at 30 June 2006 released in 
December 2006, along with AIHW calculations on remoteness. The service provision 
ratios presented in this report may be different from those calculated by the Australian 
Government Department of Health and Ageing due to differences in the population 
figures used. 

• Some sociodemographic characteristics of care recipients are recorded at the time of 
application and hence may not reflect their true characteristics while receiving care from 
these programs. These characteristics include their pension status, usual residence status 
and living arrangements. Care recipients’ actual financial hardship status may also be 
different from the status at the initial assessment by the service providers. 
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• Because of the non-compulsory nature of self-identified Indigenous status, the number 
of people who were of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander origin presented in this 
report may be an underestimation of the true number using these programs. 

• Although the location of service-providing outlets can be used to assume the location of 
CACP and EACH recipients, it is possible that outlets provide services to care recipients 
who live outside the outlets’ jurisdictions or geographical areas.  

• The lack of information on areas such as type of assistance received by care recipients, 
their levels of dependency and (for CACP recipients) carer support means that analysis 
of recipients’ care needs was outside the scope of this report.  

• Each allocated package is provided to one specific service recipient, referred to as a 
funded care recipient. However, when all the allocated packages provided by a service 
are filled but the funding for these packages allows for additional services to be 
provided to other people, outlets may provide services to additional people, referred to 
as supplementary recipients. The Community Aged Care Packages census 2002, noted 
earlier, reported 3.3% of all CACP recipients as supplementary care recipients (AIHW 
2004a). These recipients are not represented in the CACP reporting. This arrangement is 
not used in EACH provision.

Sub-Saharan Africa Includes Botswana, British Indian Ocean Territory, Burundi, 
Cameroon, Central African Republic, Comoros, Ethiopia, 
Ghana, Guinea-Bissau, Kenya, Lesotho, Madagascar, 
Mauritania, Mauritius, Namibia, Nigeria, Réunion, 
Seychelles, Somalia, South Africa, Tanzania, Togo and 
Zimbabwe. 

Care recipient A person assessed by an Aged Care Assessment Team as 
having significant care needs which can be appropriately 
met through the provision of residential care, community 
care and/or flexible care. 

Financial hardship status Refers to whether the person is considered to experience 
financial hardship based on certain criteria, such as home 
ownership and pension status. 

Housing-linked packages Refers to packages that provide care to financially 
disadvantaged people in designated rental housing  
developments, including public or community housing, and 
in secure private rental accommodation.  

Leave A situation where the recipient temporarily ceases to receive 
services from the outlet to take a holiday, to enter hospital or 
to temporarily receive alternative care. 

Length of stay The time between the date of admission and the date of 
separation. 

Living arrangements Refers to the normal cohabitation of the recipient at the time 
of assessment. 

Low-level residential care Refers to general accommodation services provided in 
residential facilities, such as meals, laundry and room 
cleaning, together with additional daily personal assistance 
such as bathing, showering and personal hygiene. Care also 
includes organising, supervising and administering of 
medication; toileting and continence management; meal 
assistance; transfers; mobility; dressing/undressing; fitting 
of sensory/communication aids; assessment and referral for 
appropriate support; communication assistance; and 
provision of special diets and emotional support. 

Multi-purpose Services Operating in rural and remote communities, these provide a 
mix of Commonwealth- and state-funded services, including 
aged care services, best suited to the needs of each 
community. 

Preferred language 
 Languages other than English are grouped as follows (ABS 1997): 

 Australian Indigenous Includes all Australian Indigenous languages. 

 Other Northern European Includes Danish, Dutch, German, Irish, Norwegian, Swedish, 
Welsh and Yiddish. 
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 Southern European Includes French, Greek, Italian, Maltese, Portuguese and 
Spanish. 

 Eastern European Includes Albanian, Bosnian, Bulgarian, Croatian, Czech, 
Estonian, Finnish, Hungarian, Latvian, Lithuanian, 
Macedonian, Polish, Romanian, Russian, Serbian, Slovak and 
Ukrainian.

Remoteness The geographical areas used in this report are based on the 
Australian Standard Geographical Classification Remoteness 
Structure developed by the Australian Bureau of Statistics 
(ABS 2001). This classification categorises all Census 
Collection Districts (CDs) in Australia according to their 
remoteness, based on physical road distance to the nearest 
urban centre. Remoteness is measured by the 
Accessibility/Remoteness Index of Australia (ARIA). The 
structure of the classification is as follows: 

 Major cities CDs with an average ARIA index value of 0 to 0.2 

 Inner regional CDs with an average ARIA index value greater than 0.2 and 
less than or equal to 2.4 

 Outer regional CDs with an average ARIA index value greater than 2.4 and 
less than or equal to 5.92 

 Remote CDs with an average ARIA index value greater than 5.92 and 
less than or equal to 10.53 

 Very remote CDs with an average ARIA index value greater than 10.5. 
Separation The point at which the recipient ceases to receive community 

care from an outlet. 
Separation mode Indicates the destination of a care recipient at separation, 

including death. 
Service outlet An organisation or incorporated body which has been 

approved to provide Community Aged Care Package 
services, Extended Aged Care at Home or Extended Aged 
Care at Home Dementia services. The outlet also has the 
responsibility to plan, coordinate and manage the provision 
of community care services to its care recipients. 
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Supplementary care 
recipients 

Care recipients receiving regular Community Aged Care 
Package assistance but for whom their service providers are 
not entitled to claim the Community Care Subsidy. 

Usual residence status  Refers to the housing tenure before the recipient’s 
application for a Community Aged Care Package. 
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
