On the western seaboard, the highest concentration 
of Centrelink clients who received CRA was in Perth 
(32%). The next highest was in Mandurah and on the 
southern coastal tip at Vasse and Bunbury (all 27%). 
High concentrations were also found in central 
Western Australia, namely at Gascoigne, Johnston and 
Geraldton (22%–24%). 

South Australia, Tasmania, the Australian Capital 
Territory and the Northern Territory generally had 
lower proportions of CRA recipients overall, with the 
concentrations located in Eastern Adelaide (25%), 
Launceston (24%), North Canberra (26%) and 
Darwin (26%).
